To request payment upon completion of any one of the aviation goals, email a copy of the appropriate page from
your log book to Scholarships@VC99s.org. If needed, arrangements can be made to pay flight school or CFI
immediately once the training is completed. *If payment to an instructor is requested, the instructor must provide
a copy of their current CFI certificate. In the event of unforeseen circumstances where you are unable to complete
your aviation goal within one year, (1) three month extension may be granted upon a progress review by the
Scholarship Committee.
